Auction properties have had the Notice of
Trustee Sale filed with the county recorder’s
office setting the auction time and date.
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THE OPPORTUNITY
During this time before the actual auction,
investors can still purchase the property directly
from the owner, Realtors can continue to list and
show the property for sale and Lenders can still
help the owners refinance.
An owner has until five days before the auction
date to cure the default and stop the process.
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Beneficiary owned
properties have
received no bid at
auction and the
beneficiary takes
ownership. If the
beneficiary is a bank,
these properties are
commonly referred to
by the bank as REO’s
(Real Estate Owned).
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THE OPPORTUNITY
Investors can purchase
the property directly
from the beneficiary
and Realtors can solicit
listings to market the
property for sale.
